Report:

Prof. Vinutha said, according to Devy-Language is the bridge between human consciousness and the rest of the
World. Language has a unique way of looking at the World. Human evolution is an indication of diversity.
Diversity is Nature’s regime. If there is no diversity, then the evolution process will go down and slow down. To
keep the evolution process alive, we must keep diversity alive. It is not politically essential but naturally crucial
for survival. Language diversity is as important as the diversity of plants, animal species, food habits, and so on.
According to Devy, Diversity is the best religion. The World has 6000 languages, and 10%, around 780, is in India.
Masti, DVG, Bendre, and would speak Tamil, Telugu and Marathi in their homes but were proficient in Kannada
and became famous as Kannada writers. Everybody in India is bilingual/ multilingual. Language diversity.keeps
us going, and it keeps us united. Heart of Democracy is listening to diverse voices. Gandbhiji opposed English
education in India. Shivaram Karanth, Tagore, wanted the education to be in native or regional languages
because concept formation happens in the mother tongue.

Veeranna said the mother tongue is vital to promote linguistic and cultural diversity. We should be proud of our
language and impart education through our mother tongue. He further said one could protect and preserve the
mother tongue by speaking. Mother tongue connects a bond between our heritage and socio-cultural identity,
Principal Dr. Shivanna said the mother tongue is the most powerful tool in building our nation's heritage.
